The next step
Beginning January 22nd and continuing through the Lenten season, each member
of Christ Church will be invited to engage in a conversation, one that has the power
to change individual lives and, collectively, help us determine where God is calling
us to leap forward as a church. After Easter, the results of this discernment process
will be prayerfully studied by the clergy and church leadership, helping us get to the
heart of what matters most to all of us and model our church after that.

We have designed a number of ways for you to participate in a Leap of Faith
conversation. We hope you will choose the one that is most inspiring for you:

• Have a one-on-one conversation. Parishioners will be available to have a guided,
one-on-one conversation with interested individuals. A list of parishioners available
for conversations will be posted on the Christ Church website.

• Join a group conversation at Christ Church. Gatherings have been scheduled for
parishioners at the church for small group conversations:

> Wednesday, February 15, 2012 – 9:30 to 11:00 AM
> Thursday, February 23, 2012 – 6:30 to 8:30 PM (dinner will be served)
> Tuesday, February 28, 2012 – 6:30 to 8:30 PM (dinner will be served)
> Thursday, March 1, 2012 – 7:30 to 9:00 AM (breakfast will be served)

• Host a small group conversation. Invite a group of parishioners to your home to
have a conversation. Conversation guides will be available to lead conversations.

• Have the conversation with a group you belong to. Are you a member of a
Bible Study? A Book Club? A Guild? Schedule time at one of your existing
meetings to have a Leap of Faith conversation. Conversation guides will be
available to lead conversations.

• An online version of the questions will be
available during Lent if you are unable to
participate in any other way. A link will be
posted by February 15th on the Christ Church
website.

• Train to become a conversation guide.
Sessions have been scheduled to provide training

for leading one-on-one conversations and guiding small group conversations.
